The sales strategy aims to claim 5% to 7% of the corpectomies performed in the US.  Of the 11,000 to 12,000 corpectomies performed annually, this constitutes a range of approximately 550 to 850 corpectomy procedures.  Because each procedure requires all the sizing options (10 plates for each level of plate), a minimum of twenty plates must be present for each operation.   Thus, in initial production, 11,000 to 17,000 plates (550 to 850 each) will be manufactured.  Factoring in material costs, overhead, labor, and quality assurances, each plate will cost a projected $1500 (±$500).  

Market prices for the plates will vary with each hospital system based on the negotiated contract and Medicare approval.  High volume hospitals will be charged $2500 (±$500) per plate and $50,000 (±5,000) per bin of plates.  Conversely, low volume hospitals will be charged $3500 (+$500) per plate and $70,000 (±10,000) per bin.
