Reading assignments in the text correspond to the subjects scheduled for class lecture.  Supplementary material will also be provided.

*You must register for one of the three lab days scheduled per week. But, you can come to lab for as long, and on as many lab days, as you need. I strongly urge you to take advantage of all lab days since these will be the only other times when you will have access to the material.

The midterm will consist of identification of specimens, the use of specimens to answer questions based on lecture/reading topics, and brief essay questions.

You will be assigned two archaeologically derived skeletons for your project, on which you will prepare a detailed (typed) report, bringing to the analysis of each skeleton all the elements of skeletal analysis you learned during the semester. Please bring 3 copies of this report to your final examination: one for me, one for your TA, and one for you (so you can look up what you’ve done if you draw a momentary blank).

 The final examination will be oral.  Final examinations will be given on Monday, Dec. 10 at half-hour intervals; you should arrive 30 minutes earlier than your exam appointment in order to set up your skeletons. You will be examined on all aspects of the skeletons you analyzed, on the criteria you used in the preparation of your report, and on any other aspect of the course that appears necessary. You will be graded in accordance with your progress in the course, your midterm exam, and, in particular, the accuracy and completeness of your final project. More will be expected of graduate students. Make-up exams will not be given.
